Noblesse (5.5%) * * * * < - BELGIAN PALE ALE - > — A hoppy, slightly funky aroma leads to a dry, refreshing experience on the
palate. Magnum hops give this brew a nice floral bitterness.

Bravoure (6.5%) * * * < - SMOKED BEER - > — Orange-amber with a fruity aroma. The taste is malty, a little phenolic, with a subtle
smokiness. Quite lightweight for the style though pleasant and easy drinking.

Embrasse (9.0%) * * * * * < - BELGIAN DARK STRONG ALE - > — Dark reddish brown with lots of dark fruit, sweet malt, vanilla,
toffee, chocolate, and cherry goodness. Luscious and complex.
