Saisis (6.2%) * * * * < - BELGIAN WITBIER - > – An unusual unspiced witbier with hints of citrus and honey. Smooth and very 
drinkable. 
 
Saison 2000 (6.5%) * * * * < - SAISON - > – Orangey-gold, hazy beer with notes of earth, yeast, spices, and citrus, balanced by the 
malt and hops. 
 
Quintine Blond (8.0%) * * * < - BELGIAN GOLDEN STRONG ALE - > – Hazy golden beer with hints of apple, sweet malt, yeast, 
and earthy grain. 
 
Quintine Amber (aka Biere de Noël) (8.5%) * * *  < - BELGIAN DARK STRONG ALE - > – An assertive hazy amber ale, 
somewhat phenolic and yeasty with ripe fruit on the palate. 
 
Hercule Stout (9.0%) * * * * * < - BELGIAN DARK STRONG ALE - > – Very black, rich, complex beer, full-bodied and a little estery 
with a touch of nuttiness and sweetness. Vine fruits and coffee come through, balanced by a moderate hoppiness.  Highly 
enjoyable.
