Blond (8.0%) * * * < - BELGIAN GOLDEN STRONG ALE - > – Cloudy orange-amber, a little sour with apple, yeast notes. 
 
Singing Blond (aka Zingende Blondine) (9.8%) * * * < - BELGIAN GOLDEN STRONG ALE - > – Cloudy gold with a doughy, 
vegetal, crisp nose. Spice, ripe fruit, fresh bread, sweet malt on the palate. The finish is fruity and slightly sour.
