Witte Trappist (aka La Trappe Witte Trappist) (5.5%) * * * < - BELGIAN WITBIER - > – Cloudy golden witbier, refreshing and a 
little spicy. 
 
Blond (aka La Trappe Blond) (6.5%) * * * < - BELGIAN PALE ALE - > – Pale orange beer with hints of clove and citrus fruit. 
 
Dubbel (aka La Trappe Dubbel) (7.0%) * * * * < - BELGIAN DUBBEL - > – An inviting shade of ruby red, this beer has a slightly 
yeasty aroma and well-balanced notes of dough, fruit, and pepper on the palate. Mildly hopped. 
 
Tripel (aka La Trappe Tripel) (8.0%) * * * * < - BELGIAN TRIPEL - > – Deep copper colored with a slightly musty aroma and a 
complex flavor of malt, bubblegum, fruit, candi sugar, and a touch of pepper. 
 
Quadrupel (aka La Trappe Quadrupel) {S} (10.0%) * * * * < - BELGIAN BARLEYWINE / QUAD - > – Amber-hued autumnal strong 
ale, full-bodied though gentle on the palate. Smooth and complex with plum and raisin notes prominent.
