O’Reilly’s Irish Stout (3.8%) * * * * < - DRY STOUT - > – A great craft-brewed alternative to Guinness. Brewed with imported pale 
malt and British roasted barley, hopped with Cascade and East Kent Goldings. Black in color, light bodied and roasty dry. 
 
Chester County Brown Ale {S}  (4.2%) * * * *  < - ENGLISH BROWN ALE - > – A good session beer brewed with pale, crystal, and 
chocolate malts and Target hops.  
 
British Pale Ale {S}  (4.4%) * * * *  < - ENGLISH BEST BITTER - > – A tasty session beer, English-style. 
 
Helles Golden Lager {S}  (4.9%) * * * < - MUNICH HELLES - > – Soft, easy-drinking lager. 
 
Pikeland Pils  (4.9%) * * * * < - GERMAN PILSNER - > – An award winning Northern German style Pilsner brewed with imported 
German Pils malt and hopped with German and Czech hops. Light in body, light straw in color and dry. Available in cans. 
 
Seamus’ Red Ale {S}  (4.9%) * * * < - IRISH RED ALE - > – Smooth red ale hopped with East Kent Goldings for aroma and 
Centennial for bitterness. 
 
Phoenix Pale Ale  (5.1%) * * * * < - AMERICAN PALE ALE - > – Brewed with British pale and Crystal malts and hopped with 
Centennial and Cascade from the Pacific Northwest. Copper in color, medium-bodied and spicy. Available in cans. 
 
Rauchbier {S}  (5.2%) * * * * < - RAUCHBIER (SMOKED MÄRZEN) - > – Dark amber, smoky beer brewed with beechwood smoked 
malt from Bamberg, Germany. 
 
Dunkel Lager  (5.3%) * * * < -MUNICH DUNKEL - > – An easy drinking dark lager available in cans and on tap. 



Whitehorse Wit {S}  (5.3%) * * * < - BELGIAN WITBIER - > – Light bodied Witbier spiced with curacao, orange peel, and coriander, 
hopped with saaz and Styrian Goldings. 
 
Burns Scottish Ale {S}  (5.5%) * * * < - SCOTTISH EXPORT 80/- - > – Medium-bodied, brown-colored with a smooth maltiness on 
the palate. 
 
Christmas Ale {S} (5.5% draft, 6.5% bottled) * * * * < - HERB, SPICE, OR VEGETABLE BEER - > – This malty, full-bodied red ale 
was made with traditional mulling spices: ginger, clove, all spice, cinnamon & nutmeg. 
 
Gold Rush Lager {S}  (5.6%) * * * < - CALIFORNIA COMMON BEER - > – Copper-colored hybrid lager. 
 
Grisette {S}  (5.6%) * * * * < - SAISON - > – A light but flavorsome saison brewed with a degree of wheat in the mash in the Grisette 
style of Hainaut Province, Belgium. The style was brewed originally to quench the thirsts of the area’s miners. 
 
Pughtown Porter {S}  (5.6%) * * * < - ROBUST PORTER - > – Chocolatey, hoppy dark porter hopped with US Cascade and 
Centennial plus British East Kent Goldings. 
 
Royal Weisse (5.6%) * * * * < - GERMAN WEISSBIER / HEFEWEIZEN - > – A Bavarian-style unfiltered hefeweizen brewed with 
German pils and wheat malts and hopped with German Northern Brewer. Medium bodied, tan in color, fruity. 
 
Dunkel Weisse  (5.8%) * * * * < - DUNKELWEIZEN - > – medium bodied Bavarian style dark wheat beer with clove and banana 
notes. 
 
Oktoberfest {S}  (5.8%) * * * * < - OKTOBERFEST / MÄRZEN - > – Medium-bodied and malty seasonal beer. 
 
Jake’s ESB {S}  (5.9%) * * * < - EXTRA SPECIAL BITTER (ESB) - > – Medium-bodied British-style ESB hopped with East Kent 
Goldings and Styrian Goldings. 
 
Oatmeal Stout  (6.0%) * * * * < - OATMEAL STOUT - > – A very drinkable, smooth tasting dark stout.  
 
Helles Bock {S}  (6.6%) * * * * < - MAIBOCK / HELLES BOCK - > – Helles Bock is a bright, golden interpretation of a classic bock. 
 
Slacker Bock {S}  (6.6%) * * * < - TRADITIONAL / DUNKLER BOCK - > – Dark brown, quite sweet bock hopped with Northern 
Brewer. 
 
Saison Vos  (6.9%) * * * * * < - SAISON - > – A Belgian-style saison brewed with German pilsner malt and hopped with East Kent 
Goldings. Fermented with a special proprietary yeast which imparts its dry, spicy character. Golden orange in color. 
 
Route 113 India Pale Ale  (7.0%) * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – American IPA hopped with Centennial, Cascade, Chinook, German 
Northern Brewer, & British East Kent Goldings. Bold and spicy. 
 
Gang Aft Agley {S}  (7.5%) * * * * < - WEE HEAVY STRONG SCOTCH - > – A Scottish ‘Wee Heavy’ brewed with roasted barley 
and pale malts. Brown in color and full-bodied, this is malty, mellow, rich and strong. Gang aft agley translates as “oft go astray,” as 
in Burns’ famous line about “the best laid schemes of mice and men...”. 
 
Instigator Doppelbock  (7.5%) * * * * < - DOPPELBOCK / EISBOCK - > – A classic German-style doppelbock, dark, malty and full-
bodied, brewed with German Munich and roast malts and Hallertau hops. 
 
Black Raspberry Reserve {S}  (8.0%) * * * < - FRUIT BEER - > – Brewed with 1 lb. Of red and black raspberries per gallon of beer. 
This beer features a tart finish and a sugary sorbet aroma. 
 
Imperial Red Ale {S}  (8.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN STRONG ALE - > – Very assertively bitter. 
 
Prometheus {S}  (8.3%) * * * * *  < - ROBUST PORTER - > – “Smoked Imperial Porter”. Dark and chocolatey with hints of peat 
smoke. On hiatus. 
 
Incubus  (10.3%) * * * * < - BELGIAN TRIPEL - > – A golden, spicy tripel brewed with German pilsner malt.

Abbey Extra (5.7%) * * * * < - BELGIAN PALE ALE - > – Golden beer with some banana and spice notes. 
 
Ahtanum IPA  (7.0%) * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2005, may return. 
 
Amarillo IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Citrusy and delicious. 
 
Cascade IPA  (7.0%) * * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, returning in 2008. 
 



Centennial IPA  (7.0%) * * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Lemon and grapefruit hoppiness is foremost on the palate. 
 
Challenger IPA  (7.0%) * * * * * < - ENGLISH IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Chinook IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Citrus and pine spice is prominent. 
 
East Kent IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - ENGLISH IPA - > – Last brewed in 2004, may return. 
 
First Gold IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - ENGLISH IPA - > – Clean tasting beer brewed with English First Gold hops. 
 
Fuggle IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - ENGLISH IPA - > – Last brewed in 2004, to return in 2008. 
 
Galena IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Well-rounded beer, quite hoppy but balanced. 
 
Glacier IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2005, may return. 
 
Horizon IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – A 2008 IPA Project beer, floral with notes of grapefruit and orange. The aroma 
is earthy and piney. 
 
Mount Rainier IPA  (7.0%) (no rating yet) < - AMERICAN IPA - > – New for 2008, the Mount Rainier variety is similar to German 
Hallertau. 
 
Nelson Sauvin IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – A brew incorporating an unusual hop variety from New Zealand. A little 
winey and interesting. 
 
Newport IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Northdown IPA  (7.0%) * * * < - ENGLISH IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Nugget IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Pacific Jade IPA  (7.0%) * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – New Zealand-grown hops provide a moderate bitterness.  
 
Palisade IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Phoenix IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - ENGLISH IPA - > – Don’t confuse with Phoenix Pale Ale, this is an IPA hopped with British Phoenix. 
 
Progress IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2005, may return. 
 
Santiam IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2005, may return. 
 
Simcoe IPA  (7.0%) * * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Southern Cross IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – A very bitter brew hopped with the potent Southern Cross variety from 
New Zealand. 
 
Sterling IPA  (7.0%) (no rating yet) < - AMERICAN IPA - > – New for 2008.  
 
Styrian IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2004, may return. 
 
Target IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2004, may return. 
 
Vanguard IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Warrior IPA  (7.0%) * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2006, may return. 
 
Willamette IPA  (7.0%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Last brewed in 2005, may return. 
 
Dude de Garde  (7.5%) * * * * * < - BIÈRE DE GARDE - > – A rare special biere de garde by guest brewer Scott ‘Dude’ Morrison. 
 
Abbey Dubbel  (7.6%) * * * * < - BELGIAN DUBBEL - > – Dark, malty and complex, brewed with German pilsner malts and dark 
candi sugar. 
 
Renard D’Or  (7.9%) * * * * < - BELGIAN GOLDEN STRONG ALE - > – A light-bodied but complex golden ale brewed with German 
pilsner malt and Belgian candi sugar. Clean on the palate, easy to drink, and slightly estery with a touch of sweetness. 
 
Odyssey Imperial IPA  (8.4%) * * * * < - IMPERIAL / DOUBLE IPA - > – Eleven hop varieties are in the 2007 brew. Hoppy, hoppy, 
hoppy… 



Panacea (9.6%) * * * * < - AMERICAN BARLEYWINE - > – Deep amber barleywine – hops, fruit, and a touch of bubblegum strike 
the palate. 
 
Ichor  (10.0%) * * * * < - BELGIAN BARLEYWINE / QUAD - > – A lightly carbonated Belgian-style barleywine (or ‘quadruple’) 
brewed with German pils and roast malts and Belgian candi sugar. In bottles, this beer will improve with careful aging.
