Blonde Ale (5.1%) * * * < - CREAM ALE - > – Easy drinking golden ale with a subtle sweetness. 
 
Irish Red Ale (5.3%) * * * * < - IRISH RED ALE - > – Ruby colored from an interesting blend of pale, caramel and roasted malts 
which promote a sweetness that’s balanced with crisp, authentic, English-style hops. 
 
Munich Style Golden Lager {S} (5.3%) * * * * < - MAIBOCK / HELLES BOCK - > – Helles lager with a pleasant, malty aroma 
balanced by a rich, smooth flavor. Moravian and German malts and a Bavarian lager yeast strain is used to create this smooth and 
flavorful summer brew, cool fermented and aged for six weeks. 
 
American Pale Ale (5.4%) * * * < - AMERICAN PALE ALE - > – Golden ale, big on citrusy hops with a balancing sweetness. 
 
Octoberfest Lager {S} (6.1%) * * * * < - OKTOBERFEST / MÄRZEN - > – A smooth, malty märzen. Creamy and notably smooth. 
 
Hop Meadow IPA {S} (6.5%) * * * * < - AMERICAN IPA - > – Creamy IPA brewed with Chinook and Cascade for a hearty, piney 
hop experience. Available in winter only. 
 

• Occasional and commemorative beers: 
 

Imperial Porter (7.8%) * * * * * < - ROBUST PORTER - > – Delicious dark brown brew with burnt caramel notes and a massive 
roasted malt profile, together with a little alcohol warmth. Ideal at cellar temperature. 
 
Liberator (8.0%) * * * * * < - DOPPELBOCK / EISBOCK - > – Complex doppelbock with Munich, Vienna and Moravian malts 
blended with dark roasted malts to achieve a top quality rich and creamy brew. Subtly hopped with noble German and Czech hops 
and cool fermented with a Bavarian lager yeast strain. 
 
Old Marley (10.0%) * * * * * < - AMERICAN BARLEYWINE - > – American barleywine aged in oak bourbon casks to add vanilla and 
smoky notes. Extremely complex and full-bodied in flavor, with a noticeable oakiness.
